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SEASON OUTLOOK

Scott County returns to the hardwood for the 2007-2008 season following one of the most
impressive seasons in Kentucky High School history. The Cardinals started the season as
the top rated team in the state and finished the season at the top, as they were crowned the
2007 State Champions. Included in this State Championship run was an undefeated
record against Kentucky teams, the only time in the modern era that this has been
accomplished. The only two losses occurred to nationally ranked Huntington High
School and Arlington Country Day. Although the Cardinals lost six seniors from this
team, several key contributors return this season and Coach Billy Hicks’ squad is poised
for another deep run into the postseason. This season’s team is a veteran group, led by an
eight member senior class.

Jordan Lee, a 6’7 senior, returns to man the middle after averaging eight points and seven
rebounds per game last season. Jordan is an imposing defensive presence as he uses his
long wing span to block and alter many shot attempts. Teaming up with Jordan on the
interior will be 6’7 junior Richie Phares. Richie gained valuable experience early last
season by playing on the junior varsity team and by the middle of the season was a big
contributor off the bench during the title run.

Two other seniors look to start at the wing positions for the Cardinals. 6’5 senior Tyler
Portwood is one of the best pure shooters in the state and will not only be called upon to
be an outside threat, but to also use his height to supply rebounding help. Cam Hundley,
a 6’4 senior returns for his senior season looking to build on his performance in the Sweet
Sixteen in which he made 13 straight free throws in the semi-final game. Cam will be
counted on to be a defensive stopper and a guy who will make many hustle plays.

The point guard position will be manned by sophomore Ge-Lawn Guyn and senior
Jordan Adams. Guyn is a transfer who moved to Scott County over the summer and has
picked up on the system very quickly. He is an ultra-quick defender and uses his speed
and athletic ability to attack the rim on offense. Adams started to come on strong at the
end of last season and contributed off the bench during the state tournament. He is a very
good passer and is able to knock down the open jumper.

The Cardinals will once again have plenty of depth to be able to play their full court style
of basketball. Markus Burchfield is a senior who is one of the toughest, hard-nosed
players around. He is a tremendously hard worker and can really knock down the outside
jumper. Adrian Givens may be the most athletic player on the team and will be looked
upon to provide help in the post in his senior season. Adrian has had a good preseason
and has worked his way into the playing rotation. Tyler Royse is a 6’5 senior post player
who has made as much improvement as anyone on the team. Tyler is a very hard worker
and can knock down the outside shot. Ryan Walker and Aaron Ford gained valuable
experience on the junior varsity team last year and will be counted on to supply much
needed depth at the wing position this season.

After a very tough preseason conditioning program, the Cardinals are ready to attack one
of the toughest schedules ever put together by a local team. The early season is filled
with tournaments against nationally ranked teams and players, including the Marshall
County Hoopfest, The Farm Bureau Classic in Pikeville, The City of Palms Classic in
Fort Myers, and the Beach Ball Classic in Myrtle Beach. After the Christmas holidays,
the Cardinals return to in-state competition and the always tough 11" region competition
as well as a trip to Springfield, Massachusetts to play in the Hall of Fame Classic against
national power St. Anthony’s before hosting the very competitive Toyota Classic.
